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An Overview on International Maritime Organizationõs Legal 
Instruments to Combat Maritime Terrorism

Abstract 

A new regime, impacting on maritime security has been introduced 
through a series of international legal instruments adopted under the auspices of 
the International Maritime Organization (IMO), i.e. Convention for the 
suppression of unlawful acts of violence against the safety of maritime 
navigation (SUA Convention 1988) and International Ship and Port Facility 
Security Code (ISPS Code). Consequence of numerous threats of maritime 
terrorism, culminating in the tragic events of September 11, 2002, they amend 
maritime security regime by reference to offenses constituting acts of maritime 
terrorism and overall strengthening the maritime security. Although not free of 
imperfections, currently remain the only international legal instruments of 
preventive (ISPS Code) and plays a procedural role (USA Convention) against 
acts that threaten the security of shipping. The overall regime is peered from the 
legal point of view. 

A key role is also played by other international system established in 
2006, Long-range identification and tracking (LRIT). LRIT is part of the suite 
of security measures adopted under the aegis of IMO to meet the threats of the 
maritime terrorism. Balancing international law rules with security interests, 
LRIT provides to the coastal states the thirst global system for the tracking and 
identification of the ships. From the legal point of view there are a number of 
issues related to the distance of which the information could be submitted, the 
confidentiality of the information, the adoption of the legal measures following 
the identification of the security threats. From the security perspective, the 
implications analyzed are to what extent the information collected by LRIT is 
truly useful for a proper assessment of the risks posed by a ship.

Abstract 

The paper underlines the results of a research undertaken in the frame 
of the national POSDRU project: òProWeb - A Network for Teachersõ 
Continuous Professional Development in order to Use Multimedia, Virtual 
Instrumentation and Web 2.0 in the Curricular Area of Mathematics and Natural 
Sciencesó, and aims to analyze the perception of the teachers who participated 
as trainees in the project, related to the use of ICT and Web 2.0 instruments in 
the teaching process specific to the area of Mathematics and Natural Sciences.  

For proceeding the proposed analyze, it was performed a qualitative 
research conducted during the workshops organized within the project activities, 
that involved a part of the trainee teachers, forming in this sense groups of 
educational experts in the mentioned area. The research objectives were oriented 
on: (a) measuring the level of the importance of the knowledge acquired during 
the training program, related to  how to use ICT and Web 2.0 instruments in 
teaching specific disciplines; (b) measuring the level of satisfaction of the 
teachers concerning the knowledge and skills acquired in the training sessions 
organized in the ProWeb project.  

The methodology used in the analysis was based on the expert group 
method (Delphi). For reporting and results interpretation it was used a two-
dimensional array type method (Nice & Gaps). The research findings illustrate 
how the teachers gained new information on using ICT and Web 2.0 instruments 
in the teaching process, from both perspectives: importance and satisfaction.

Prediction Effect of Control Trials ð Squats, 30m, Standing 
Long-Jumps ð on Competition  

Margareta ANTON 10 

Abstract 

We tend to believe that most trials and control standards are not suitable 
for track and field events, level of training and the chosen times, while their 
predictive level is weak. For this reason we shall try the statistical reasoning and 
the recurrent logic resulting from them. 

If values designation and significance of correlation allows a close link 
between the control trials: squats with weight, 30m with standing take-off and 
standing triple jump, then this trial can be used in predicting the performance of 
Competition results were considered statistically in the best throwers (junior and 
senior): discus, shot put, javelin and hammer in Romania and control trials: 
squats, standing take-off 30m running and standing long jump. By correlation 
and by assigning scores and values to the results in control trials were determined 
to what extent the controls are relevant in predicting a diagnosis result in 
competitive or training level. The application above shows that some control 
trials are not suitable for high performance, while others are not suitable for 
medium or low performance (junior athletes with low competitive experience 
etc.).The correlation is positive and very tight in high performance, while in 
medium and low performances is insignificant. A series of trials are not suitable 
for throwing events. For example, 30m sprint is not suitable for any type of 
throw, squats for javelin, hammer and discus.  

In managing high-performance track and field, eliminating inadequate 
means of general physical training and giving up specific means with no 
connection to the competition event would lead to energy savings in favor of 
recovery, and surely to improving athletic performance in competition.

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Abstract 

Researches with children and adolescents are necessary because knowing about 
children and their live and understanding the childõs perspective are key to 
protecting and supporting their health. There are basic ethical principles that 
apply to all research, but in relation to childrenõs research there are additional 
issues: child protection principles, legal obligations and policy commitments in 
relation to children, a child-centred, inclusive approach to research. Research 
should be done on children and adolescents if comparable research on adults 
could not answer the same question. A key ethical consideration in research 
involving children is the level of risk to which children may be exposed. 
Researchers have responsibility to provide assistance to ensure successful 
participation that include: appropriate methodology, use of rewards for 
participation, dissemination of research findings in adequate formats, making 
effort to ensure that positive change for children is an outcome of the research. 
Parental consent is required for a child to participate in research, but good 
practice also requires the childõs agreement to participate in research and the 
presentation of information in a child-appropriate manner, according to the 
developmental or chronological ages.  Particular care is required in relation to 
some groups who have distinct needs (particular illnesses or disabilities). 
Another ethical issue is the risk of limited confidentiality and social harm based 
on a childõs participation in research with others. Conclusion: Researches 
involving children and adolescents can also function as examples of good 
practice, even for research involving adults, with attention paid to the process of 
obtaining informed consent and to provide information for participants.

Abstract 

One of the main confusions made when it comes to cohabitation is that 
referring to conceptual value. Called premarital state, or trial marriage or legal 
alternative to marriage, the consensual union is a much more complex issue. 
Romania shows a relative social tolerance in terms of understanding premarital 
cohabitation as a state, but it reacts demandingly when it faces the legalization 
issue. So, in a country where the general culture powerfully promotes marriage, 
the dilemma of the consensual union legalization becomes a real sore spot. 

In the whole international experience regarding the legalization of 
consensual union, the first objection was not that of the legal sociological or 
psychological argument, but of social reluctance. Marriage supportersõ reluctance 
to an alternative to marriage could find then explanations in the cultural 
socialization favorable to marriage, in the reticence towards a particular category 
of "beneficiaries" of legal cohabitation (sexual minorities), in the reluctance to 
marital postmodernity etc. 

The study aims to analyze the influences upon marriage produced by the 
legalization of consensual union, proposing a socio-legal approach to this 
phenomenon. 

The research is based on policy analysis and social documents about the 
legalization of cohabitation on an international as well as national level. At the 
same time, the study proposed a quantitative analysis of mentalities in terms of 
cohabitation.

The teaching of sciences has changed over the years, today the didactic 
model of teaching inquiry is highly recommended by many specialists, for 
example in 2007 it was proposed in the document published by the European 
Commission òScience Education now: A renewed pedagogy for the futures of 
Europeó, in 2013 in the Next Generation Science Standards and into the 
guidelines for the teaching of science that raises the Peruvian state. It is necessary 
to consider some essential skills to perform scientific inquiry, which are 
contemplated within the international standards of science education, such as 
the National Research Council and the Next Generation Science Standards, 
among which are: the raise research questions and develop experimental designs. 

This article presents the results of two major in science teaching by 
inquiry factors: the acquisition of science process skills of the teachers and their 
relationship to levels inquiry of the experimental activities leading to classroom 
activities. 

The research was based on analysis of the experimental activities 
proposed by a group of 35 teachers who participated in the National Training 
and Lifelong Learning (PRONAFCAP), offered by the Faculty of Education at 
the University of Piura. It was found that when teachers improve the ability to 
raise research questions and experimental designs, they are able to also pose 
experimental classroom activities to bring the highest level of inquiry. In the 
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study, nine cases that went to raise structured activities inquiry guided inquiry 
activities were detected.

Resurgence of the Cultural Construct of Gender

Abstract 

Within the Inter-American system of human rights protection, the 
concept of gender based violence is a permanent issue that requires 
multidimensional approachs of cultural nature. In the present paper we aim to 
demonstrate the manner in which the cultural factor influences and determines 
the etiology of violence directed against women. In our argument, we will take 
into account two concepts that determines the gender roles within the Inter-
American System : marianismo  (the expression of the feminin gender role) and 
machismo (the expression of the male gender role), advancing the work 
hypothesis according to which, the interrelationship between those two concepts 
determines social behavioral and mental conducts which designate an inferior 
position to women.  

In the same token, we will develop the hypothesis according to which, 
the cultural factor was recognized as a primar source of the gender based 
violence phenomenon at the legal level, in this sense being prescribed the legal 
approch advanced by the Belem do Para Convention which connects the cultural 
factor with gender and with the forms of violence that are addressed to women. 
From the methodological perspective, we will apply the deductive reasoning by 
first indicating the peculiarities of the two concepts that are auxiliary in 
constructing gender roles (marianismo and machismo) and secondly 
demonstrating, by means of the hermeneutical method, the manner in which, 
the interaction between the two concepts may generate the social and juridical 
reality of femicide ð which is an extrem form of violence against women. The 
deductive method will also be implemented in order to ensure the structure of 
the paper; meanwhile, the hermeneutical method will be applied at a substantial 
level, facilitating the demonstration of the hypothesis and, overall, the entire 
argument.

Abstract 

Of all the regional law systems, the African system offers a peculiar place 
to moral values ð a fact that is demonstrated by means of the African Charter 
on Human and Peopleõs Rights which recognizes a special role to the African 
culture. The legal implementation of African traditions has determined, within 
the African nation-state, the establishment of a specific legal system that is 
organized upon two main levels (we refer to customary law and statutory law). 
Consequently, we can upheld the idea that this legal duality strongly impacts the 
sphere of the juridical protection of womens rights; this is obvious as the 
traditional African values contain provisions that challenge the principle of 
gender equality meanwhile, statutory law is consistent with Western-inspired 
norms according to which gender equality is deemed as essential.  

In our paper, we aim to assess the issue of gender equality within the 
context of legal pluralism that is determined by the co-existence of customary 
law and statutory law by bearing in mind two fundamental hypothesis : (1) 
customary law is built of African moral traditions; it is unwritten and orally 
transmitted thus being adaptable to ever changing social realities; (2) statutory 
law is, on the other hand, written, unalterable and in agreement with 
international regulations that are destined to human rights protection and which 
are thaught, by African scholars, to be the creation of Western legal schools. 
Within this framework, our analysis will take into consideration juridical 
institutions belonging to family law like marriage or divorce; furthermore, we 
will concentrate upon the manner in which these African customary practices 
influence the juridical protection of womenõs rights.  

From the methodological point of view, we will use the hermeneutical 
method because all the dispositions belonging to customary or statutory law will 
be construed within a personal perspective.

Further 
elaborating on Bakhtinõ theory, T.A. Florenskaya authored the principle of spirit-
oriented dialogue in psychological consultation whereby the Real Self goes along 
and often collides with the Spiritual Self. During several professional contacts, we 
approached and further explored the dialogic theory, on one hand, in the context 
of the psychological therapy and, on the other hand, in the pedagogic teacher-
student interactions. Both such dialogic contacts revealed that the interlocutors 
accepted that solutions to life problems cannot be found in mere social, outside 
dialogues (horizontal dialogue), but that personal development and equilibrium also 
depends on a continuous, consented, undertaken and intentional inner dialogue 
and at spiritual level (vertical dialogue). These findings support and encourage more 
enhanced psychotherapist-client and teacher-student contacts based on the 
dialogic methodology that could further root in the feasibility of the dialogic 
approach in other type of social, professional (eg, parent-child, manager-
employee, etc) interactions.

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Conflicts between Teachers ð Causes and Effects 

Luminiƕa CATANŅ 38 

Abstract 

Conflict situations are a quite frequent reality in every organization, 
including the school, and their identification, understanding and control 
represent a constant interest area for the psychologists and education sciences 
experts, mainly because of their impact on the individual and organizational 
performance. Even though it is a reality minimized or òhiddenó by teachers and 
school managers, these conflicts affect the quality of the learning environment, 
as well as the teacherõs performance (and, indirectly, the studentõs performance). 

This paper presents how the professional conflicts are perceived and 
managed by teachers, based on a field research done in 2014, including 139 
teachers from 23 Romanian schools, covering both urban and rural areas. It was 
used a mixed research methodology, data being collected through a 
questionnaire-based inquiry and 10 focus-groups for teachers and school 
managers.  

The main causes for professional conflicts between teachers (out of a 
total number of 17 potential causes) were identified as: different knowledge and 
previous experience related to a certain issue, different perception for the same 
problem, different motivation, interests and personal objectives, inequitable 
allocation of tasks. Other important conflict causes were: inequitable allocation 
of the school resources, limited career promotion opportunities, subjective 
performance appraisal of the teachers, breaches in following the internal rules 
and regulations, sub-optimal communication (lack of transparency, clarity and 
addressability). 

At the school level, the main effects of the internal conflicts were 
identified as being the school climate deterioration and a more difficult internal 
communication, with a negative impact on the students learning performance, 
in the end. At the individual level, the conflicts negatively influence the personal 
image of some teachers, and even creates isolation for some of them; also, create 
demotivation and lack of interest for the school issues, nervousness and an 
unfriendly atmosphere in the teachers room, manifestation of professional 
vanity etc.

Economic development is an indicator considered by all countries, 
regardless of the development level reached at a certain moment in time. The 
so-called òemigration countriesó present a different development process as 
compared to the developed countries. In such emigration countries, the rhythm 
is determined first by the degree of departures, which is behind the one specific 
to the developed countries, and second by the consequences of the very process 
of emigration. The departure of the population, in search of a more favourable 
economic and social status, implies both advantages and disadvantages. From 
economic perspective, advantages are represented mainly by the remittances, as 
well as by the decrease in the unemployment rate. The major disadvantage is 
represented by the brain-drain effect primarily caused by the lack of 
opportunities in the country of origin, and the simultaneous attraction exercised 
by the counties of destination. It is worth noticing that, generally, emigration 
countries usually adopt a laissez-passer attitude towards the people leaving the 
country, but do not use a consistent approach in case of persons returning to 
the country, by adopting a laissez-faire attitude.

Being a strange entity, to be more precise, a 
difficult problem, the daemonic appears in writings of poets and philosophers 
such as Goethe, Lucian Blaga, etc. In Goethe's interpretation he has a precise 
significance, significance found by the author of the study "Poetics and Truth" 
by successively eliminating disguises such as: divinity, human, diabolic, angelic. 
Lucian Blaga associates this entity with "human frailties"(physical, psychic or 
spiritual limitations, unsuccessful destiny), frailties that have to be identified by 
our minds. Transposed in different existential plans (ontic, ontological) the 
daemonic exercises specific functions that are meant to define its nature and 
essence.   

In an ethical plan, the daemonic marks frailties that derive from breaking 
the moral laws. Out of non-moral, amoral, immoral facts derive frailties that the 
daemonic highlights in various aspects. Human weakening (by means of what 
the daemonic does together with the human) is alarming in Goethe's opinion, 
especially because he sees the daemonic as an entity that has negative 
preeminence. Thus can be explained the idea that occurred to him as a solution 
to the problem regarding the eradication of human frailty: intelligence as necessary 
yet no sufficient sign of human defragilization (intelligence needing support by 
active manifestation of a genuine moral conduct).   

The present study wants to highlight the role that this concept performs 
in configuring a human behaviour accepted and reglemented by moral laws. 
Since the daemonic is actively present anywhere and anytime that appears to be 
necessary the permanent exercising of intelligence combined with the set of 
normatives that regularize the moral conduct.

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Camil Petrescu's Critical Inferences over Husserlian 
Phenomenology 
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Abstract 

The study intents to focus upon the substantialist Romanian 
contribution regarding the clarification of aspects of husserlian phenomenology, 
since that is a philosophy that succeeded to solve many of the problems that 
preoccupied the gnoseologists along the years.  

Husserl realistically criticized modern science both because it used to 
empty the world from its significance and historicity and also because it deprived 
the object from its meanings, so that the world couldn't relate with it. 
Phenomenology has the remarkable aptitude of offering us the object recovered 
in its originary significance, object that is an authentic one. Husserl starts with a 
reexamination of the conscience-world relationship, where he refuses to turn 
conscience into spiritual substance. There is no object apart from the 
communication with a conscience and there is no conscience apart from the 
relationship with an object, so that phenomenology imposes itself as a science 
of this founding reciprocity of the couple conscience-world. In Husserl's vision, 
to be means to aim at, the aimed one being object of that conscience for which 
it has a meaning.  

In the Romanian philosophy, the thinker Camil Petrescu notices that, 
together with Husserl, we need to come back to things. Husserl wants to 
discover in things their essence and phenomenology is that intuition of essences, 
intuition that the Romanian substantialist philosopher named noosic vision. 
Camil Petrescu reproached to phenomenology the fact that it is not capable of 
explaining historical order. The phenomenological mechanism is incapable of 
considering History otherwise that being a phenomenon. Phenomenology fails, 
though, in Camil Petrescu's opinion, precisely because Husserl ignored its 
substantial dimension. We consider that substantialism, in Camil Petrescu's 
particular vision, could be viewed as completion of the husserlian 
phenomenology applied to the real-objective historical process.

Camil Petrescu, philosopher and playwright, considers that, within 
scientifical research there is a risk for us to take reduction for abstractization and 
eidetic reduction with scientific abstractization. The result of eidetic reduction is 
the concrete; something concrete, while the result of abstractization is something 
abstract. The result of eidetic reduction is the conscience's concrete: we cannot 
place the sign of identity between an abstraction and the   conscience's concrete, 
to sum up the husserlian vision and Camil Petrescu's one. In the same time, 
eidetic reduction is not an abstraction as related to the concrete whole, but it is 
not a logical essence either, but it is the invariable content of the phenomenon 
defined phenomenologically by Edmund Husserl. The author of the 
philosophical system The Substance Doctrine deploys an explanation of the entities 
implied in defining eidetic reduction in the most rigorous way. Eidetic reduction 
operates in the sense that it implies eidetic sciences, purifying them eidetically 
and constituting them as purely eidetic sciences. We need to know the names of 
these purely eidetic sciences and we have found them; Geometry and Mechanics, 
that are not followed by the word "pure", word that appears in the both cases of 
"pure mathematics" and "pure logic".  

The present study wants to focus upon the complex problems the 
researchers meet in what concerns the methodological approach of the 
researched area. The methodology and the methods of research elaborated by 
Edmond Husserl and perfected by Camil Petrescu answer adequately to actual 
researchers needs. We consider that purely eidetic sciences can explain the 
problems of natural, exact and even social and Humanities Sciences. 

This is the hypothesis according to which "The eidetic sciences have an 
independent character in contrast with the sciences of facts, the reciprocal is not 
valid. (That means that-n.n.) No science of facts can found itself otherwise than 
on a correlate of a fundative eidetic scienceó (Camil Petrescu, "Husserl.

Abstract 

After Romanian agriculture collectivization, the primary cause in 
depopulation of Romanian villages, the labor migration to cities, to industry, a 
phenomenon that began immediately after their land dispossession. Initially, 
there were only a few who left, the so-called pioneers. They earned some extra 
cash which returned to their native village. It was also created a network of 
ămigrationó, which was based on kinship, neighborhood, friendship. We could 
not say that the phenomenon was widespread, but the statistics showed that 
those aged 20-35 years were leaving for the city where they were employed. 

The first section, in which they invested the money, were their homes. 
If we extend the reference period after the year 1970, when the law which stated 
that homes must be storeyed, became operative, then the phenomenon spread 
over a much longer period of time. At that time, building a house was the only 
way to save money. 

Unfortunately, these new constructions were different of the local 
architectural style, following the new directions set by officials. The houses were 
built in the center of the village, in the old place, which resulted in two serious 
consequences: the sale or demolition of old houses built in the traditional style. 
Old inherited rules in building were no longer respected, as the owner or the 
new owner, having possibilities, established the house type and size. 

Another consequence of the process of depopulation of villages is the 
phenomenon of acculturation. If, by then they were somewhat isolated 
communities, with short contacts between different villages at fairs organized in 
the religious holidays or family events, now there has been an important opening 
to another world. Under these conditions, not only new styles of building were 
imported, obviously, as some trade locals, painters, carpenters, etc. continued 
practicing the profession, but by other rules.

Abstract 

Sacralizating the finitude of human existence and the banality of 
quotidian life is quite frequent in the history of humankind in general and that 
of religions in particular. The encounter between myth and logos, and especially 
the liberation of the logos from the myth, have deeply and definitely marked the 
whole philosophical conscience in Ancient Greece. All of the Platonic 
philosophy gravitates around the relation between the dimension of the logos 
and the universe mythology opens, between the rigurous world of reason and 
the beliefs of the heart. The liberation of the logos from the myth constituted 
the basis for the beginnings of scientific thought and for the discovery of the 
spirit. This paper drafts several explanations regarding the presence of myth in 
Plato's philosophy, as well as the meaning of his style, generating contradictions, 
in which  antinomies, obscurity and equivoques blend with hidden symbols of 
myth, especially since myth has always constituted a fundamental element in the 
history of human culture and still marks certain components in the life of the 
human being, who is constantly searching for underlying significations and 
meanings.

Abstract 

Myth depends on a number of communication factors: need for its 
adequate transmission to next generations; its transformations during this 
process; its capability to some spontaneous recovery (òcollective unconsciousó 
by Jung).  

Especial tendency to such a recovery is expected for mythological 
structures whose essence is most important to mankind. Attempts of its 
revealing have been repeatedly undertaken (developments of K. Levi-Strauss, M. 
Eliade, E. Meletinsky, etc.). But ultimately the results didnõt satisfy either the 
scientific community or the researcher himself.  

Thomas Mann, a writer whose mythological knowledge and intuition 
were appreciated by K. Kerenyi, was very close to the solution. Mann identified 
the revealed phenomenon as òhumanization of mythó (1942). The term 
consistently came in the scientific usage, but only ad hoc: no attempts to consider 
humanization of myth holistically were undertaken. Perhaps this is due to 
difficulties in the approach to the phenomenon.  

To overcome them, we have used the developments of Clifford Geertz, 
the famous American anthropologist, whose work shaped the basis of many 
innovative studies and whose òinterpretative approachó gave us an opportunity, 
while staying within the òlocal knowledgeó framework, to consider 
humanization of myth as a òcultural systemó, revealing its essence, constants, 
etc.  

The totality of our developments has been referred to as the òconcept of 
humanization of mythó. Humanization of myth is harmonization of the 
Universe (world image) by the mythological consciousness. This occurs through 
special mythological structures (totem/non-totem dichotomy, myth of laughter, 
myth of the abolition of non-totem-death). The innovative character of the 
concept, in particular, is manifested in removing of the phenomenon from the 
domain of òunconsciousó, where it remained for thousands of years, into that 
of òverifiedó. We use the concept revealing and analyzing various aspects of 
humanization of myth (including the issue of catharsis) in literary and folklore 
texts. 
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Abstract 

The sources of the methodological individualism can be found as far as 
the 18th century, in David Humeõs social philosophy, for instance, or in the 
classical economic thought of Adam Smith or David Ricardo. The method as 
such was formulated at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century 
by some great sociologists as Max Weber or Georg Simmel, on the one hand, 
and by the neoclassical sociologists, on the other hand. The criticisms of the 
methodological individualism were brought in the first place by the adherents to 
the opposite paradigm of knowledge, i.e. the methodological holism.

Abstract 

The issue of identities involves the question of recognition and 
belongings to an equal extent. Although the Christian foundation is adopted in 
the majority of definitions of the Europeõs identity, in the discourses of the 
Western researchers the belonging to orthodoxy is alleged to be incompatible 
with European values. 

The proposed study aims to reflect the distinct social functionality of the 
religion, and the decisive weight of the confessional belonging in the East-
European identitarian formulas. The identitarian discourse associated with 
orthodox tradition is incompatible with the ăecumenicaló values of the West. 
The traditionalism and the conservatism of the Orthodox Church are, 
nonetheless, elements that feed its identity; the Church defines itself through the 
preservation of the traditions. 

Renouncement to these elements that contradict the Western European 
requirements, but which are defining it, could lead to its dissolution, since the 
dogmatic identity of the Orthodox Church is given by this kind of discourse 
precisely.  

It is interesting to assess how exactly in Bessarabia, where there are 
multiple levels of identification, e.g., by regions but also by parishes,  and  where 
the confessional identity is crucial to the identitarian structure, the  belonging to 
the Church or to the two Metropolitans overshadows the ethnic diversity (and 
mitigates inter-ethnic conflicts) and may offer cohabitation formulas. 

In the present study analytical research methods are used: analysis of 
discourses, conceptual analysis, case study. 

Regarding the study foundation, the valorization of the Byzantine-
Orthodox tradition as part of the European "constellation of civilization" is 
invoked, and accordingly the acceptance or legitimization of the Eastern formula 
of the European identity.

In an 
apparent show of strength, the main party groups in the European Parliament 
have pushed for a personalization of the political struggle, announcing their 
candidates for the top Executive position - that of President of the European 
Commission. This paper suggests that, in the wake of the 2014 vote, a new and 
interesting institutional conflict has been opened, as powerful opposing forces 
have emerged both at the national and at the EU level.

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Crisis: The Role of Sanctions 
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Abstract 

The failure of the Eastern Partnership Summit in Vilnius and the events 
occurred between Ukraine and Russia since this moment represented for EU 
different occasions to express and evince its international capacities. Until this 
moment EU and some other international actors launched three rounds of 
sanctions against Russia (the fourth seems to be in preparation after G7), 
because of its activities on the territory of Ukraine. There are numerous critics 
regarding the efficiency of these sanctions and, especially concerning the 
capacity of EU to manage its relations with Russia (and Ukraine too). Hence, 
during the last European Council (March 2015) EU tried to find some solutions 
to Russiaõs propaganda. As a consequence, the conclusions of the European 
Council, under the appeal of some Eastern states, called the High 
Representative, the Member States and the European institutions to find a 
strategy to fight against Russiaõs propaganda on the territory of Member States. 
This decision could be considered a serious signal that EU understood and is 
now decided to work against the Russiaõs acts not only by sanctions, but by a 
better internal organisation and preparation to confront the less diplomatic 
relations with Russia. Obviously, EU has too many ògood mannersó compared 
to Russia, and many voices asked if not the misinformation and image campaign 
of Moscow divided the enough fragile European consensus on maintaining 
sanctions against Russia. Some other types of actions could be and were used in 
order to really end the crisis provoked by Russia in Ukraine: economic and 
military help granted to Ukraine; military exercises developed on the 
conterminous territories; new negotiations (completed with agreements of 
Minsk), etc. The objective of the proposed paper is to show how the EUõs 
actions concerning Russia consolidated (or not) its international role and 
improved (or not) its institutional political leadership.

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Abstract 

A deep well of scholarship has been devoted to the question of state 
legitimacy. This literature, however, has actually been confined to the legitimacy 
of governmentñthe right of a government to rule over a population or the 
existential legitimacy of a particular state. The paper asks a very different 
question. The paper is not concerned with the legitimacy of governments or 
states; rather, it is concerned with the legitimacy of the very concept of the state. 
What is the normative legitimacy of a group of people to create a nation of any 
kind, affect boundaries and borders, and exclude others from its territory? How 
can this exclusionary seizure of territory be normatively justified? Even political 
Anarchism, while advocating for non-hierarchical voluntary institutions, 
nonetheless accepts the right of groups of people to make use of territory. 
However, any use of territoryñit's resources, opportunities, etc.ñimplies 
exclusion, either temporarily or permanently. The nation state is thus by 
definition exclusionary, and this exclusionary nature therefore renders it 
illegitimate.  

There are of course various ways theorists attempt to justify property 
acquisition. With respect to the state, however, the nature of the question 
changes: the issue relates not only to property theory, but ultimately turns on the 
concept of group rights. Political scientists typically talk past this point: it is a 
question of what groups, what rights, what forms of government, what territory. 
However, there is a fundamental assumption underlying this discourse that must 
be dealt with before we can engage in higher-level questions of political 
legitimacy. We must answer the foundational normative question of property 
acquisition on the group level for that is essentially what the nation state is. This 
paper argues that the exclusive use of a territory by a defined group cannot be 
justified under any theory of property because the notion of group rights is 
logically inconsistent. A group is the delineation of a collection of people with 
reference to some commonality. The fundamental problem is that this 
commonality is selected arbitrarily and, on a normative level, no commonality 
can be said to have any implicit claim to priority over any other. For example, 
the Finnish are a recognized group possessing a common language and holding 
common customs. Yet what is the normative justification for selecting these 
commonalities over any other? Any commonality or set of commonalities can 
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be invoked to form a group. A group may be defined by religion, ethnicity, 
gender, height, eye colour, intellect, or even ice-cream preferenceñall equally 
coherent. We choose upon which commonalities we wish to focus, and in doing 
so, create the ògroup.ó The claim that the Finnish people have a sovereign right 
to occupy the landmass known as Finland is far more difficult to normatively 
justify than we could possibly imagine for we must first justify why we have 
selected to delineate this particular grouping (i.e. the Finnish people) along these 
lines over the endless selection of alternative ways to define a group.   

Ultimately, there is no normative basis for this arbitrary delineation over 
any other. Upon closer inspection, the image of a single, unified assembly of 
individuals called a group dissolves into a loose amalgam of overlapping, 
impossibly complex, interconnected sub and meta-groups that can be delineated 
in any manner of ways. This leaves us with the awkward reality that there is no 
implicit normative justification to grant rights to a particular assembly of people 
over any other, and as such, no way of justifying any groupõs collective right to 
lay claim to a territory and its resources at the exclusion of other groups or 
individuals. A group at the level of a nation state is nothing more than a 
collection of people who, bound together by a set of commonalities (usually 
quite weak in fact), have usurped the rights of other individuals to also make 
comparable claims as a group. Yet we have granted this particular groupingñ
the nation stateña unique status that really cannot be justified. Thus, the paper 
concludes, the nation state, while a descriptive reality, has no authentic claim to 
normative legitimacy. The concept of the nation state ultimately rests on 
emotionñit is tribal identification that infuses the idea with a sense of normative 
legitimacy.

Abstract 

Migration today is commonly misunderstood by the press as a negative 
process which results in cultural clashes, racial bullying, and as being about 
unskilled migrants from eastern Europe who live in ômigrant ghettosõ. The 
primary rationale for this research is to create new and updated awareness of this 
through the exploration of a community of practice, and the trans-local spaces 
they create through their mobilities. This exploration of mobility patterns will, 
ultimately, provide a reconsideration of migration - inclusive of movements that 
are creative, positive, and which develop the home cities. Rather than migration 
that is predominantly seen as one-way, permanent, for economic reasons, and as 
going from east to west (Hesse, 2000; Favell, 2008; Wallace and Palyanitsya, 
1995), the circular, short-term mobility of the artist community is instead multi-
directional and creates trans-local spaces that connect home, host and multiple 
other cities. 

This presentation will explore the mobility patterns of the art community 
from the Baltic cities of Tallinn, Riga and Vilnius. It will assess artistsõ 
movements and subsequent trans-local connections in order to see how these 
city spaces are no longer closed-off but, instead, how they have increasing and 
expanding links out of, into, and across their perimeters. Many artists take part 
in a particular type of short-term, regular mobility in order to exhibit their work, 
form contacts, and create collaborations. With new routes being formed rather 
than re-treading the same route(s), plus, every artist has a different set of 
connections and trajectories, the home cities have a òglobal sense of placeó 
(Massey, 1994: 146) and become part of a òtransnational network of citiesó 
(Sassen, 2005: 31) across Europe.

Abstract 

This paper is the result of research carried out during 2012-2013, in the 
social work field, to determine the structural framework of a welfare model 
centred on ethical values, based on qualitative data analysis (Grounded Theory) 
obtained through individual and group interviews with social workers in the NE 
region of Romania. 

The objective of this research was to identify the ethical values 
considered by social care professionals to be constitutive of the social work 
profession, as well as the values that the intervieweesõ discourse suggested were 
operational within the current practice of social services. We have attempted to 
generate a theoretical model of social work, centred on the ethical values that 
underpin the construction of ethical expertise in social services. We have 
identified a hierarchy of ethical values, which starts from the operational values 
demonstrated in the discourse of the respondents and in their professional 
practices (along with the related ethical principles which can be induced as 
governing these practices), and leads ultimately to a set of corresponding 
constitutive values. 

The analysis model is consistent with recent models of the development 
of expertise in social work, through implementing the "supervision of ethics".

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The End Banking Secrecy in Post- Crisis Economics- First 
Step. Coty Germany and HSBC Swiss Cases 

Carmen Adriana GHEORGHE 74 

Abstract 

Inequality, distribution and growth are important topics in modern post- 
crisis economics and their interconnections are a favorite subject of economists 
and international and national institutions. There is strong evidence also that the 
end of banking secrecy wasnõt a real priority for authorities. 

On the other hand, unfairness generates economic and political 
instability that reduces investment and therefore growth. Economic contrast 
impedes the social consensus necessary to absorb shocks and sustain growth. In 
this context, what positions should the effects of money laundering and tax 
evasion, as a result of banking secrecy, occupy? What is the reason for not 
including banking secrecy among the causes for instability, inequity and, 
consequently, crisis? 

Two recent cases have prompted the adoption of measures on banking 
secrecy in the E.U. ð the Coty dispute between Germany and a German bank 
(more specifically, the interpretation forwarded by CJUE) and the HSBC Swiss 
bank secret accounts scandal (respectively, the deal on bank accounts between 
E.U. institutions and Swiss banks). 

First. An unlimited and unconditional bank secret is at odds with Article 
8 (3) (e) of the Directive 2004/48 enforcing the dedicated right of information. 
This is the core result of last weekõs decision of the European Court of Justice 
(CJEU) in a matter brought before the CJEU by the German Federal Court of 
Justice. In essence, there must always be the possibility to balance the 
contradicting rights and underlying interests (see CJEU, judgment of 16 July 
2015, Case Ref.: C-580/13 ð German Coty). 

Second. After HSBC Swiss laundering money scandal and under 
pressure from EU nations (and in particular the United States, which threatened 
to withhold large portions of certain transfers if Swiss banks did not provide 
information on accounts held by US citizens), Switzerland has been signing up 
to automatic bank data exchange agreements that are bringing to an end its long 
tradition of banking secrecy. 

Currently, the Romanian economy is characterized by macroeconomic 
balance and microeconomic tensions ð the GDP distribution in economy is 
inadequate. The disciplined (individuals and legal entities who comply with the 
law) are tense, the reason being that they do not experience economic growth. 
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Many distribution added value channels are clogged by the indiscipline of other 
individuals and legal entities. The undisciplined are relaxed, because they acquire 
and unreasonably large part of the added value in the economy.

Although not a traditional 
destination for Romanian migrants, the choice for the German speaking Europe 
is increasing lately and in Germany, mainly, Romanians have a significant growth 
ratio.

The European Union (EU) and the United States of America (USA) 
account together for the vast majority of global rules and regulations in regard 
with trade and investments; the prospect of harmonizing their internal legislation 
would strengthen the two economies and determine third countries to adopt the 
same legal standards, in order to have the possibility of accessing the EU and 
the US markets. In 2013, Brussels and Washington began the negotiations for 
the largest free trade and investment agreement ever attempted, namely the 
Transatlantic Trade and Investment Agreement (TTIP). Its aim is to improve 
the transatlantic relations, by complying and/or removing the bilateral barriers 
between EU and US, by encouraging job creation, facilitating foreign 
investments and establishing high international standards; this outcome will be 
reflected over the markets of the third parties by encouraging TTIP standards, 
when adopted and ratified, to become globally dominant. The EU-US 
negotiations could make progress if patterns from existing regional trade 
agreements would be used and proposals from interested third parties would be 
considered; but both TTIP partners reject any formal role of any third party 
within the negotiations, making the future Treaty difficult to multilateralize. This 
behaviour might encourage or discourage trade diversion among exporters and 
importers, based on the EU and US consumer requests regarding other 
countriesõ products. In order to prevent this problem, the final form of TTIP 
should specifically display a provision within its legal text that would regard the 
engagement of third parties and solving the enlargement issue.

Due to the internationalization of governance and 
cooperation, the relationships between the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the 
expert ministries have specialized diplomacy across time, determining diplomats 
to gain specific expertise for their fields of interests. The 21st century is 
characterized by hybrid international relations that cannot be dealt with the use 
of classic diplomacy. An emblematic example of such a situation is being 
represented by the new Transatlantic Trade and Investment Partnership (TTIP) 
that is being currently negotiated between the European Union (EU) and the 
United States (US).The future TTIP Agreementsõ text is designed around 24 
aspects that are being negotiated by separate working groups where specialists 
are trying to reach the objectives on behalf of the European Commission (EC) 
ð DG for Trade and The Office of the United States Trade Representative 
(USTR). The diplomatic negotiations implied by TTIP require repeated week-
long cycles that alternate between Brussels and Washington, by channeling 
negotiation processes and agree over textual proposals. Within the negotiating 
process, there are involved members of the European Parliament (EP) and 
USTR, business and trade unions representatives, along with consumer health 
and public interest groups, that are making proposals and developing texts, 
focusing on the ultimate purpose, that of reaching a final agreement. 
Negotiations on TTIP are expected to have a final text on 2016, when the 28 
EU Governments and both houses of the US Congress will have to approve or 
reject the negotiated agreement.

Taste. A Plea for Meaning Perspectivalism

Abstract 

I focus, in this paper, on the semantics of sentences formed with 
predicates of personal taste in which the perspectival information is not 
linguistically articulated by the presence, at the level of their surface syntax, of 
the experiencer phrases. Insofar as the predicates of personal taste encode 
perspectival information, the truth-values of the sentences in which this 
information is not syntactically profiled do not depend on objective matters of 
fact. In order to show how the truth-conditional semantics can accommodate 
the subjective meanings lexicalized by the predicates of personal taste, I carve 
up the logical space of the main semantic theories about the natural language 
fragment containing these predicates and I defend a variety of perspectivalist 
semantics. In this sense, I argue that meaning perspectivalism is the best truth-
conditional semantic account of the utterances of sentences in which the 
perspectival information is not explicitly articulated. Likewise, I show that the 
linguistic evidence supports the claim advocated by meaning perspectivalism 
according to which at the level of the logical forms of bare sentences formed 
with predicates of personal taste there are variables for agentsõ perspectives 
whose values are contextually assigned by means of a semantically mandatory 
pragmatic process. In this regard, the fact that the bare sentences formed with 
predicates of personal taste pass the binding and the licensing tests confirm the 
syntactic reality of these variables. Also, the data obtained by applying the 
agreement-based test to sentences concerning matters of personal taste, in which 
there is no linguistic material to represent the perspectival information, confirm 
the context-sensitive profile of these sentences. After I show that embedding 
bare sentences with predicates of personal taste under epistemic modals 
constitutes a problem for meaning perspectivalism, I present, in the end, my own 
version of meaning perspectivalism which I have designed in order to solve the 
identified problem.

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Is Truth Perspectivalism faultless with regard to Faultless 
Disagreements?

Abstract 

According to truth perspectivalism, the disputes arising in regions of 
discourse which concern subjective matters of personal taste must be framed as 
instances of faultless disagreement. In this paper, I dispute this claim and I offer 
arguments which show that the semantic treatment applied, in truth 
perspectivalism, to the utterances of bare sentences formed with predicates of 
personal taste, is not faultless. I begin by drawing a distinction between the 
disputes arising in regions of discourse which exert cognitive command and 
those arising in regions of discourse which are not subjected to the constraint of 
cognitive command. Further, I present the ways in which different semantic 
theories frame the disputes involving utterances of bare sentences formed with 
predicates of personal taste and I focus on the solutions which expressivism, 
invariantism and the two varieties of perspectivalist semantics, meaning 
perspectivalism and truth perspectivalism, have offered to the alleged puzzle of 
faultless disagreement. After I present an argument to the effect that no 
disagreement is faultless, I present also the strategy by means of which truth 
perspectivalism blocks the argumentõs conclusion. Related to that, I offer 
arguments against the truth perspectivalismõs solution which makes the 
parameter for perspective alethically relevant by introducing it in the index with 
respect to which are evaluated the semantic contents contextually expressed by 
the utterances of bare sentences with predicates of personal taste. In this sense, 
I show that the truth perspectivalismõs proposal to frame the experiencer phrases 
as intensional operators controlling parameters for perspectives is not supported 
by the linguistic data. I will present, in the end, some new arguments which 
highlight the flaws of the truth perspectivalismõs semantic account of the natural 
language fragment containing predicates of personal taste and which emphasize 
the major disadvantages involved in framing the disputes occurring in regions of 
discourse concerning matters of personal taste as faultless disagreements.

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Unpredictability and Unfair Clauses under the Execution of 
the Contract of Bank Credit

The legal institution of unpredictability - raised and supported by 
recognized scholars - proved to be too little approved by the courts before the 
advent of the New Civil Code. 

Express enactment in art. 1271 from the new Civil Code of the 
possibility of the court to review or rebuild a contract affected by 
unpredictability caused a radical change of vision for the courts. Prudent and 
with sufficient reserves, judges began extensive research on the arguments put 
forward by individuals and legal entities that have signed credit agreements using  
Swiss francs, a circumstance that opened the door for others that were damaged 
by unpredictability. 

Contractual attitude thus addressed did not appear arbitrarily, but it 
represented the capitalizing of the development of the bank credit agreement in 
the context of the strategy applied in both state institutions and other private 
legal entities that offered various types of financing, such as leasing companies. 

Thus, the new Civil Code provisions on contract negotiation (art. 1182) 
and its end  occupies, on other foundations, rather theoretical, the legal 
relationship between the parties. 

Both consumers and professionals benefit from express standardization 
from the theory of unpredictability, this being a situation in which, due to 
unforeseen events by the parties at the time when the contract is signed, the 
balance between their benefits is considerably disjointed, and the injured party 
has not assumed the risk of such events. 

Starting from the need of balancing and readjustment of the relationship 
between the principles of "pacta sunt servanda" and "rebus sic standibus" 
(Nitoiu, 2003), the doctrine has had many points of view expressed.

One example 
could be the national program for diabetes mellitus. Despite the facilities offered 
to diabetic patients through the program, the burden of disease over the health 
system is quite large due to the patients having complications. Even the 
objectives of the program appear to be accomplished, the large number of 
diabetic inpatients with complications suggests that could be a gap between the 
hospital specialist and family doctors. Our intention was to explore the diabetic 
patientsõ perception about family doctors and hospital specialist, using a self- 
administration questionnaire.

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An Inquiry into Studentsõ Motivations to Train as Social 
Workers in Romania

Abstract 

Background and purpose: The reasons that upon their graduation 
senior highschoolers choose social work as a prospective career is of great 
interest for higher education institutions that deliver these programs. 
Understanding their interests should help with the development of effective 
recruitment techniques for social work schools and with increasing the retention 
rate of professional social workers in the field after graduation. The current study 
aims to evaluate studentsõ motivations applying to an undergraduate social work 
program to one prestigious institution in Romania. Methods: A survey of a 
random sample of Romanian undergraduate social work students was designed. 
Subjects filled The Social Work Career Influence Questionnaire in the first week 
of their training. The instrument captures four factors (personal and family 
experiences, desire to be a therapist, prestige of the profession, and social change 
mission) related to their potential career choice. Results: More than two thirds 
of the respondents decided to enrol to social work after the highschool 
graduation. 81.1% wanted to study social work and 94.3% declared they intend 
to stay in the field after graduation. Among the reasons for choosing social work, 
the best represented is its prestige (M = 3.93). Conclusion: Giving the current 
mobility in the job market and the shortage of social workers in certain domains, 
it becomes utterly important to consider the factors that motivate students to 
train in the profession. Results are a starting point in informing recruitment and 
retention policies employed by social work schools and organizations.

After-school programs have attracted a strong and growing constituency 
among education experts, academic theorists and policy makers. Yet 
participation in after-school programs is extremely sparse at the high school 
level. Clearly there is a need to develop more attractive after-school programs 
for high school youth. However, there are important methodological limitations 
to much research on after-school programs. Many studies failed to include pre-
test measures of outcomes and had no or poorly matched comparison groups. 
We conducted the study in descriptive survey method under relevant literature. 
In the study we tried to examine after-school issue in a wide array of areas, such 
as technology, arts, and sports. We tried to find answers to the questions of  how 
often and deeply children must take part in after-school-activities to start seeing 
benefits, and how we will measure whether programs are achieving those 
benefits, what are the most difficult barriers to increasing participation and what 
are the best strategies to overcome them, what outcomes the public can expect 
from after-school-activities participation, whether the potential of after-school 
program has been overstated, and what are the costs of sustaining. In the other 
studies carried out on this subject, it is reported that after-school programs that 
have an apprenticeship orientation have the potential to provide the benefits of 
successful part-time work experience at a lower cost than many workforce 
development programs. As a result of the study, we found that solid steps should 
be undertaken in large cities to coordinate programs across sectors. If this trend 
continues and afterschool coordination truly goes nationwide, more students 
will have access to and participate in high-quality afterschool programs.

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Diagnosing Critical-Thinking Skills in  
Students of Humanities 

Irina KOROTAEVA 102 

Abstract 

There is an increased demand for a new type of teachers and educators, 
who can efficiently acquire new information, direct his own thinking and 
learning, demonstrate the readiness for teaching the critical-thinking skills. We 
are interested in the professional development of the students majoring in 
education, philology and psychology: how do they use logical operations, 
metacognitive strategies and attitudinal component of critical thinking. Three 
groups of subjects participated (total ð 400 persons). The research of logical 
development showed that only 21% of students solve the task without error in 
accordance with the requirements of formal logical intelligence, and 45% of 
students are not ready for the formulation and proof of hypotheses, even with 
tips. Minority of the students demonstrate the level of formal operational stage 
and the rest ones use logical operations with serious mistakes. We also examined 
the ability of students to use metacognitive strategies of semantic processing of 
the material. We used the task, which allows to access students' ideas of the 
logical structure of scientific knowledge. Only 7% of the entire sample of 
students performed the technique in accordance with academic concepts: they 
choose the description of the facts and their explanation. Most choose the 
statements in the form of definitions and declarations of significance of the 
problem. In addition, we examined how students spontaneously establish logical 
relationship between text fragments and use comprehension monitoring. Less 
than 30% of students attempted to organize material, others demonstrated the 
attitude on the memorization of the material, not actualizing comprehension 
monitoring of the material. The results show spontaneous studentsõ attitudes 
and skills of working with the material. Students in humanities need to help them 
improve how they think and take course in critical thinking as a part of general 
educational program.

Abstract

among women from former Soviet Union countries in Turkey.  

For the framework of the scientific project 330 women from 14 
countries of former Soviet Union were interviewed. All the women who were 
interviewed are staying in Turkey legally. The majorities, 85% of them have 
university or PhD degrees and the most common problems they have in Turkey 
are unemployment, problems with personal fulfilment, violence within the 
family, and lack of future pension entitlement.  

Illegal women-immigrants who have come to Turkey from countries of 
the former Soviet Union often fear for their safety, or even for their lives, in the 
host country. They frequently experience violence, discrimination and sexual 
harassment.  

In the research the following classifications of female immigration in 
Turkey were used: legal and illegal immigrants, ôvisibleõ and ôinvisibleõ migration.

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The Representations of the International Arbitration: What 
Impact on the Efficiency of the Foreign Arbitral Awards 

within the New York Convention of 1958?

Abstract 

The international commercial arbitration is recognized as the most 
appropriate method for dispute resolution in international trade. Currently it is 
much easier to obtain recognition and enforcement of a foreign arbitral award 
that of a foreign court judgement, due to the great success of the New York 
Convention of 1958 on the recognition and enforcement of the foreign arbitral 
award, signed and implemented in 154 states.  

The international character of the arbitration and the fact that its 
competency is based on the partiesõ will raise different interpretations on the 
legal order that governs the arbitration. These concepts consist on different 
approaches towards the law applicable to arbitration and the applicable law of 
the matter, having also an impact on the effectiveness of the arbitral awards once 
the state enforcement is sought. Accordingly to the territorial concept, including 
the mono-localization, and the pluri-localization (ówestfalianó) approach, the 
arbitration has its foundations in the state legal order: either the state where the 
arbitration takes place or it is based on national legal orders of a number of states 
in relation with the particular arbitral case. The transnational concept (or the 
òdelocalized approachó) promotes the notion of the autonomous legal order, 
called the òtransnational arbitral legal orderó, enacted by the totality of the state 
legal orders which might be called upon to enforce the arbitral award. 

These concepts have an impact on the recognition and enforcement of 
foreign arbitral awards within the scope of the New York Convention, as they 
are heading to different solutions regarding the choice of the lex arbitri; the 
incidence of the national law of the arbitration seat on the enforcement refusal 
grounds; and the efficiency of the arbitral awards that been set aside in the 
country of origin.

Abstract 

Under the perspective of national security, within the interwar period, 
the actual territory of the Republic of Moldova was directly affected by structural 
changes of the territory. On the left bank of Dniester river was established 
RASSM, being part of Soviet Ukraine, and on the right bank of Dniester, 
Bessarabia was an inherent part of the Romanian unitary state. Thus, Dniester 
river became the state security border between the Soviet Union and Romania. 

In the context of the First World War and the tensions on the Dniester 
river from August 1, 1918, in Bessarabia was temporarily established an 
exceptional regime. Along with civil servants from the right bank of Prut river, 
militaries had arrived as well to maintain the security in Bessarabia. 

In order to protect the national borders, the new Romanian state had 
started a range of actions to reform and adjust the legislation. Primarily, the 
civilian and military activities of Bessarabia were assigned by the High 
Commissioner, representative of Romanian government in Romanian province, 
the royal resident, the governor etc. And, later on, the Constitution, adopted on 
29th of March 1923, had legalized the status of  Bessarabia as part of Romania. 
The supreme law  recognized the Act of Union from 1918 and stated that "the 
Kingdom of Romania is an unitary and indivisible national state". 

The security of the Kingdom of Romania, including that of Bessarabia, 
was provided by an integral concept in the field and a number of institutions, 
whose main objective was focused on the maintenance of national security in 
the new international framework, created after the First World War.
