Abstract 

Văcăreşti is a highly sensitive area, as it is a newly formed natural 
environment, hosting a large variety of species of plants and animals. It is 
situated in the south-eastern part of Bucharest, on a terrain which was included 
in the administrative zone of the city during the 1960s. 

Today, the area (~190 ha) became a valuable natural habitat which needs 
protection from the urban noise and pollution. The urbanization of the last 25 
years makes this task very difficult, as the limits of this natural environment are 
bordered by a large variety of constructions, some of them hardly compatible 
with what is meant to be a protected natural park. 

As a multi-criterial transdisciplinary research, the article is based on the 
experience of coordinating a group of volunteers of the Faculty of Urban 
Planning ("Ion Mincu" University of Architecture and Urbanism, Bucharest). It aims to 
argue, from both juridical and sociological perspectives, the risks and 
opportunities of integrating a Natural Area in the highly densified Capital by 
preserving its current identity not only in terms of flora and fauna, but also in 
terms of human communities, as a means of recognizing their contribution to 
the constitution and preservation of the park.  

The workshop focused to continue the multidimensional educational and 
professional development, through a multi-layer transdisciplinary research 
methodology: ecological, sustainable landscape layers (ecosystems, species of 
flora and fauna, landscape typology, distinctive atmosphere and ambiance), 
historical-cultural layers (Văcăreşti Monastery which was demolished during 
the communist time - as a landmark and memory of the place / "genius loci", 
historical legends and urban story), urban-architectural layers (urban setting, 
architectural fronts, silhouettes and urban altimetry, infrastructure and 
mobility), social and community layers (the legal status and ownership of the 
territory, land use, poaching  and insecurity).

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Informal Payments and Their Managerial Implications in the 
Romanian Medical System. An Analysis from the Perspective 

of the 'Gift-Giving' Culture in Romania

Abstract 

The informal payments in the Romanian medical system have sparked 
off numerous heated debates of an economic, social and political nature. These 
practices generate ethical dilemmas given the fact that they are regarded as 
either negative, as acts of corruption (bribery, which entails legal 
consequences), or positive, as gratuities or "special attentions" from the 
patient. According to a study conducted by the European Commission in 2013, 
the percentage of patients who claim to have paid such attentions to physicians 
in Romania is 28% (http://ec.europa.eu/public_opinion/archives/ 
ebs/ebs_397_en.pdf), in the context in which the European average is 5%. 
Most arguments are of an economic nature, the justification for these informal 
payments being based on the low wages of the medical staff. 

This ongoing study starts from the premise that the practice of informal 
payments in the Romanian medical system is not only supported by the low 
level of wages, but also by the deep "social and cultural roots". For this 
purpose, the research method employed in this study is based on an "incursion 
into the past ", an analysis of official statistics, as well as of the results and 
conclusions on the subject at hand found in articles and studies published in 
the literature and the media, considered from the perspective of Romanian 
cultural specificities. 

The results of this study might prove helpful in adopting political and 
management strategies founded and adapted to the social and cultural contexts 
which take into account the underlying causes of the situation.

Several Romanian projects target to the train of school teachers with the 
final goal to professionalize the teaching activity, in-line with the new teaching 
methodologies and modern technologies.

global world. This requires a better capacity for states and international 
organizations to defend at a higher level the human rights and to identify new 
forms and modalities of improving the present quality of juridical protection 
for human beings. The papers starts by making a basic typology of human 
rights (human rights of survival/subsistence and, on the other hand, the 
category of “comfort and civilization human rights”, that we propose to be 
identified and developed by academic scholars during the XXIst century, as a 
superior juridical level of human rights protection). All these rights are 
indivisible, universal and interdependent, regardless their category; 
nevertheless, we have to notice the insufficient attention offered by states and 
international organizations to the second category of human rights (defined as 
rights indicating the level of human comfort, well-being, the benefits of  
civilization and the continuous improvement of life standards).

medical care). We analyze, in this context, development of international law 
regarding a neglected right (despite its vital importance for human existence as 
such): right to clothing. This right can be seen by academic scholars as a 
distinct right or, in other views, as an intrinsic part of the right to a decent level 
of life (the right to adequate standards of life). Clothing has also, a direct link 
with the category of human rights named “rights of comfort and well-being”, 
together with the right to prosperity, right to development, right to benefit 
from cultural and technological innovations and progress or with the right to 
continuous improvements of life conditions etc.).

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Cohabitation in Romania – Reality’s Illusion  
or Illusion’s Reality?

Abstract 

The problem of common-law marriage in Europe has different facets 
regarding, for instance, the gender defined type of romantic union, the 
possibility of adoption, the inheritance rights, the legal provisions as well as the 
consequences of cohabitation. In Romania, the key problem is at conceptual 
level. Romanians understand common-law marriage mostly as a pre-marriage 
state that socially explains the cohabitation. In the context of such a conceptual 
confusion, three law documents had been introduced to regulate cohabitation 
based on statistic data relying on research indicators imprecisely defined. 

The study aims to analyze the “reality” or “illusion” associated with the 
concept of common-law marriage in Romania. It relies on a paradigm inspired 
by the apparent nuance of traditionalism characterizing Romanian family 
noticed in relation to conjugal roles, gender related attitudes and family 
structure. From a legal standpoint, family law is a modern one with increasing 
post-modern tendencies evident in discrete lobbying for cohabitation (e.g. 
legalizing engagement, advancing patrimonial regimes, simplifying divorce 
procedures). 

With an analysis focused on two levels and employing a qualitative 
research methodology, the study highlights the social opinion regarding 
common-law marriage, on the one hand, and the impact of the new legal 
provisions on the conjugal life, on the other. 

Therefore, what is the relationship between the social mindset regarding 
common-law marriage and the new legislative framework of the Civil Code 
promoting individualism or beforehand separation of assets even from the 
beginning of the marriage?  

The research data showed an increasing tendency towards cohabitation, 
yet accepting this new way of conjugal living mostly excludes its legal form. 
From a legal standpoint, all the provisions of the patrimonial regimes existing 
in the law since 2013 remain unknown to young population, even to those who 
have recently entered in a marriage.

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Integrating Children with Disabilities and/or Special 
Educational Needs (SEN) in Public Educational System – 

Aspects Pertaining to Schools Located in Socially and 
Economically Disadvantaged Areas

Abstract 

Inclusive education is a key priority of contemporary educational systems 
requiring for all their components broad reforms defined by values such as 
equity, participation and respect for difference and diversity. The modus 
operandi of inclusive education relies on both a global and a transversal 
approach in which all the actors involved in the educational system regard all 
the children as individualities. From this standpoint, all children – hence, not 
only children with disabilities and/or SEN – need special attention and a 
customized approach focused on their needs and interests. The issue of 
inclusion in Romanian education sustained a series of transformations in the 
last two decades with significant attempts of adaptation to the international 
regulations, yet there still is room for debates and reforms. Within this broad 
context, our focus is on analysing the practices of inclusion for children with 
disabilities and/or SEN in the case of schools serving disadvantaged 
communities. We start from the premise that integrative approaches take 
specific meaning at this level. The particularities of inclusion in case of this 
type of schools will be emphasized at two levels – educational access and 
participation – both being facilitated by the existence of necessary resources. 
From the access standpoint, the emphasis is on: identifying the situation of 
disability/SEN, enrolment in public school and monitoring the children with 
disabilities/SEN. From the participation standpoint, attention is on frequency 
of school attendance and transition to another level of education. The 
conclusions will highlight challenges and needs posed to Romanian educational 
system by the inclusive approach of children with disabilities and/or SEN as 
well as enabling factors and opportunities that can contribute to an effective 
inclusive education. The analysis will advance a typology of disadvantaged 
inclusive schools and may inform future studies in the field of inclusive 
education focused on socially and economically underprivileged communities.

A Study on Students from Technical Field 

Beatrice Adriana BALGIU1 

Abstract 

The present study focuses on the relationship between the model of 
RIASEC vocational interests and the personality dimensions from Big Five in 
the case of a sample of technical students (N = 226). The questionnaires 
Holland Self-Directed Search (SDS) and Big Five Questionnaire (BFQ) were used. 
The results have shown that the group is characterized by a combination of 
interests of the investigative, entrepreneurial and conventional types. The 
correlational analysis highlighted the fact that all Big Five factors are linked to 
two to five RIASEC scales. To the same extent, RIASEC types correlate with 
at least one of the five factors, which demonstrated the considerable 
overlapping of the two models and the close relationship the latter have with 
the characterization of personality. 

The strongest relationships were obtained between the Entrepreneurial 
type and the Extraversion type, and between the Investigative and Mental 
Openness ones. This finding suggests that the students with an active 
behaviour are most probably compatible with jobs which require using verbal 
abilities to persuade and lead others. In addition, students who are open to 
experience will mainly choose jobs which entail scientific research. The results 
extend and confirm previous research.

This paper brings into discussion the influence of Social Networking 
Sites (SNS) on corporate reputation. In order to highlight the way in which 
SNS determines changes in corporate reputation, I selected two well-known 
restaurants of medium size from Bucharest. The research was focused on the 
perception of company reputation from the managers, food experts and clients 
perspectives. The managers opinions regarding the reputation of the 
companies and influence of SNS on reputation was identified using semi-
structured interviews. In order to identify the evaluation of reputation from the 
food experts and clients perspectives, I used the netnography analysis on SNS

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The Authority of a Final Decision of the  
International Judicial Decisions

The judgment holding the power required is an international 
jurisdictional act which contains a final disposition of the application of 
international law in the case of a particular legal relationship, which resolves a 
contentious situation.

It consists; generally, of a normative enunciation 
indicating the behavior of the parties should take into account, and the 
individual norm resulting is compulsory. Most often, this constant is a 
situation, whose existence should be respected by the states, beating the 
individual character rule, being opposed to erga omnes.

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Danger to Public Order – an Essential Condition in Taking 
and Differentiation of Preventive Measures

Abstract 

The aim of preventive measures is to ensure the smooth process of 
criminal proceeding, when there is reasonable suspicion that the suspect is 
evading from prosecution, obstructing justice or attempting to commit other 
offences under the criminal law. 

There are a number of opinions in judicial practice relating to the phrase 
“danger to public order”. So, this phrase refers to a state and not a fact that 
could jeopardize the normal operation of the future social relationships. The 
circumstances and the method of work, the severity of the criminal acts and 
the limits of the sentences provided by law may not be the only grounds for 
appreciation of the danger for social public order. 

We should also see the need for and proportionality in the preventive 
measure, because for the same cases as referred to in article 223 letters a, b, c, d 
Code of Criminal Procedure may order the preventive measure of home arrest 
and also the preventive measure of preventive arrest.

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The Presumption of Innocence

Abstract 

The presumption of innocence is perhaps one of the most ancient 
procedural warrants in criminal matters, being a constitutional principle, 
according to which, up to the final judgments of conviction, a person is 
considered innocent. 

Regarding the legal nature, the presumption of innocence poses a 
number of problems. One of these problems is if you can discuss a relative or 
an absolute presumption, although it is clear that the presumption of 
innocence of a person can only be a relative one. However, the character of 
this presumption is relatively somewhat mitigated by the fact that overturning 
the presumption cannot be made solely by a judgment of criminal conviction, 
even if it can be substantiated by any evidence. Any other legal act, no matter 
how it comes, could lead to establishing a person’s guilt. 

Another issue is raised by the knowledge of non-compliance with the 
presumption of innocence of the sanction, as a result of its legal nature. Due to 
the multitude of acts whereby can be affected, the answer is different 
depending on the Act by which the person’s presumption of innocence has 
been violated, aspects which will be treated separately. 

The presumption of innocence is closely related to the concept of 
impartiality of the Court, in order to guarantee the presumption of innocence, 
there is the article 6 paragraph 2 of the ECHR, according to which the 
representatives of the State to refrain from making public statements, having 
the effect that the defendant is guilty of committing certain criminal offences. 
This obligation does not imply, however, that the authorities refrain from 
informing the public about ongoing investigations, but must use formulations 
of that guilt does not result in individuals being investigated, using terms such 
as “suspect”, “there is suspicion that”, etc.

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Self-Assessed Healthcare Satisfaction and Financial Issues in 
Surviving Older Patients with Myocardial Infarction 

Vlad BATAILA1 

Abstract 

Introduction. Coronary heart disease is the single largest cause of mortality 
in the western world and acute myocardial infarction (AMI) is its most severe 
form. AMI’s state-of-the-art treatment is reperfusion via primary percutaneous 
coronary intervention (PPCI). In Romania, also, PPCI is the standard of care. 
In most studies and meta-analyses, older patients have lower access to both 
treatment and follow-up. 

Purpose. We compared the perception of the medical services involved in 
the medical care, and also the affordability, of older AMI treated with PPCI 
patients (>75 years) compared to younger ones. 

Methods. A questionnaire based study analysed a total of 314 consecutive 
AMI patients treated by PPCI in a high-volume single centre. We had 2 
questions addressing the quality of the medical care in the view of the patients 
(in-hospital and outpatient) and also 1 question regarding the monthly cost of 
care.. Statistical significance was reached with a p value < 0.05. 

Results. The median follow-up time was 2,33 years. There were 48 
(15,3%) patients over 75 years of age. There was a significant lower mean 
ejection fraction (the most powerful survival predictor) in the elderly group 
(39,8% vs 43,8%; p = 0.002). Using multinomial regression, there was no 
significant difference between the quality of care reported in both questions 
(OR 0,95; 95% CI: 0.75 – 1,55 and OR 1,2; 95% CI: 0,74 – 2,98). In the elderly 
group there was a trend towards a higher healthcare cost, with significantly 
more spending 30-50% of the monthly income on treatment (34,7% vs 19,9%; 
p = 0.025). 

Conclusions. Despite poorer outcomes and a significantly higher monthly 
cost of treatment relatively to income, older surviving AMI patients are as 
satisfied with the healthcare system as the younger ones. 
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European Mobilities: How to Increase it Among European 
Industrial Maintenance Educational Institutions

Abstract 

One of the important tools for teaching and learning is student and 
teacher international mobilities. Even though Romania integrated in the 
European Union in 2007 the rate of mobilities is one of the lowest in Europe. 
This is due to various reasons: less income than in other European countries, 
different mentality, less encouragement from schools (at all levels) and family, 
etc. Nevertheless, the University of Pitesti from Romania is aware of this 
aspect. Because of this, the University of Pitesti was involved in a Transfer of 
Innovation project together with educational institutions from six other 
European countries. As a result of this project, it resulted a tool that is going to 
help increase the number of student and teacher European mobilities. 

This article studies the mobility situation in the partner countries in the 
project: Spain, France, Finland, UK, Turkey, Portugal and Romania. It is the 
intention of the authors to find out some reasons and solutions for this 
situation. Furthermore, it is important to underline some possible 
consequences of the lack of student and teacher European mobilities as well as 
some benefits of doing them. 

The main result of the European project developed in the last two years 
is a common manual for practical classes that is going to be used in all the 
participant institutions. This manual contains 25 lessons developed in all 
partner institutions and some in other European educational institutions that 
liked this concept. Each project partner checked a chapter prepared by a 
different partner. As a result, it was a very fruitful experience exchange that we 
believe will help increase international mobilities for both students and 
teachers.

The main conclusion 
of our study is that Hungarian children would like to learn better Romanian 
language but they do not have activities and a framework in which to practice 
the language. To help them in the learning process the curriculum should 
include hours of communication and many optional activities in Romanian 
language.

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A Sociological Perspective of the HC Pilot Initiative– Impact 
upon the Parents of Disabled Children

Abstract 

This study, part of an international project, commissioned by Special 
Olympics and coordinated by the University of Cape Town, aims at revealing 
the social impact of Healthy Communities pilot program that Special Olympics 
Romania has developed starting 2012. This initiative is an on-going, 
community-integrated network which facilitates access to health and well-being 
services, education and daily support for the athletes with intellectual 
disabilities, via 6 healthcare disciplines. 

In this paper we were interested in identifying the perception/opinion of 
the parents with disabled children regarding the access to medical services. The 
variables that we used in the construction of the focus group and interviews 
aimed at providing accurate information about all the side-problems 
encountered in the process of accessing health services for their children. The 
study focused on 15 parents from Bucharest and other Romanian cities which 
we interviewed during the Special Olympics National Games, in June 2015. 
The diversity of the participants lead us to common ideas but also to different 
experiences and issues depending on the area wherein respondents are living.  

We chose to apply focus groups to gather information so we could 
comment on beliefs, attitudes, concerns and worries about the health of their 
intellectual disabled children. We also wanted to capture data on how parents 
perceive and know how to use available health services for their children. 
Another aspect that concerned this research was suggested by how healthcare 
professionals such as doctors provide health services to the people with 
intellectual disabilities and how those services could actually improve.  

A qualitative approach lead us to the idea that although important 
progress has been substantiated, there are still many health aspects which 
remain unaddressed by mainstream medical services, often incapable to adapt 
to the special needs of this population.

According for the New penal Code age at which criminal responsability 
is possible for the minor is 14 years. The rule provides that the liberty 
depriving measures should not be applied to minors but replaced with 
educational measures: the liberty depriving measures can be considerend an 
exemption and consequently applied in cases of serious crimes or in cases 
when minors were supposed to have committed multiple crimes. The 
educational non-liberty-depriving measures are – according to their ascending 
gravity: civic training stage, supervision and control, weekly reports, daily 
assitance. The liberty depriving educational measures are but two: confinement 
in an educational centre for a period 1-3 years and confinement in a detention 
centre prison for a period of 2-5 years in special cases for a period of 5-15 
years.

Panaetius and Posidonius: The Birth of Humanism 

Panagiota BOUBOULI1 

Abstract 

Panaetius and his student, Posidonius, contributed in the birth of 
humanism during Stoicism. Humanitas is used to describe the qualities of the 
ideal civilized man. Panaetius uses Socrates’ questions about human behaviour 
and values to acknowledge truth, turning Socrates into the symbol of humanitas. 
Panaetius introduced egyklios paideia - general education in levels- approachable 
not only to the average citizen, but also to the wise man. He remained faithful 
to Stoic doctrine, but he stressed the importance of material goods to acquire 
happiness. Panaetius supported that man’s primary aim was to act as a rational 
moral agent. He recognized four virtues, wisdom, justice, moderation and 
courage, which provide the moral conduct in the practical business of life. 
Panaetius wrote on geography, astronomy, musical theory and philology and 
philosophical studies. He stressed the distinctions between the physical 
components of man (physis) and his soul (psyche), but he was against the 
immortality of soul which Plato and Aristotle supported. Humanism is evident 
in his corrections of morality, as he permits anyone to complete himself 
according to his natural dispositions. 

Posidonius followed the teaching of his teacher, but he added some 
modifications. He was both a philosopher and a scientist. Studying astrology, 
Posidonius contributed into making the universe approachable to humans. He 
linked the polarization of soul with the polarization of the universe. Posidonius 
was a polymath, contributing not only to Stoic philosophy but also to history, 
geography, astronomy, meteorology, biology and anthropology. He argued that 
he could give a better account of people’s feelings as an aspect of their 
common human nature. He presented a kind of epitome of Plato’s views on 
the rearing of children and the role of the irrational (ἂλογον) in their education. 
Both philosophers introduced the debilitation of the theoretical coherence of 
Stoicism. In the present paper, I am going to stress their contribution into the 
development of humanism, as an integral part of Stoic Ethics.

None of the methods 
previously proposed in the literature does not indicate which countries should 
transfer their seats in favor of the others.

Abstract 

Romanian accession to the European Union was and is not only a 
process of accession but is mostly a process of integration, a process that 
involves building common mechanisms and establishing legislative instruments 
with European enforcement and of some common mechanisms involving their 
implementation.  

The historical, political and socio-economic evolution of each individual 
Member State and the European Union as a whole required that national or 
community law to face some challenges and to find solutions to problems arising 
from legal practice. In this context we mention the implementation of EU 
Regulation no. 650/2012 of the European Parliament and the Council of 4 July 
2012 on jurisdiction, applicable law, recognition and enforcement of decisions 
and acceptance and enforcement of authentic instruments in matters of 
succession and the creation of a European Certificate of Succession. The 
implementation of European law in relation to national legislation has generated 
and will generate controversial issues for doctrinaires, especially issues in relation 
to which the practitioners should identify common and predictable solutions. 
Issuing the European Certificate of Succession as of August 17, 2015 has 
generated a number of problems in relation to the establishment of the 
competent authority of territorial jurisdiction and of the applicable law. 

This paper proposes some procedural solutions in accordance with 
European and national legislation, especially in consonance with the practice 
and doctrine to date. At the same time, given the bill of Ministry of Justice for 
amending and supplementing the Government Ordinance no. 119/2006 on 
some measures necessary for the implementation of EU regulation since the 
Romania's accession to the European Union, the material brings some 
constructive criticism on the proposed text and makes some proposals for lex 
ferenda in matter.

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Tacit Waiver of the Cancellation Clause 

Loredana COCHIOR1  

Abstract 

In accordance with the current regulatory tendencies, the Civil Code 
expressly stipulates the right of unilateral cancellation of the contract, which is 
covered by two articles. This conventional means of termination or, where 
appropriate, of rescission of a convention was recognized as a result of the 
principle of the freedom of contract, and under the auspices of the Civil Code 
of 1864, so that the novelty of the regulation does not lie in the recognition of 
the possibility of inserting a cancellation or unilateral termination clause, but in 
shaping a legal regime of unilateral termination, depending on the nature of the 
contract (with immediate enforcement or successive enforcement). Regarding 
the contract with immediate enforcement, art. 1276 par. (1) of the Civil Code, 
the right of cancellation may be exercised before the contract enters into force. 
But the contract stipulates some obligations. Therefore, in order for the 
contract to be in force, some of the contractual obligations within must have 
been complied with. The aim of this research is to demonstrate that, far from 
establishing the presumption of waiver of a right through the art. 1276 par. (1) 
of the Civil Code, the legislature provides with facultative character, that the 
compliance of an obligation, implies the tacit waiver of the right to unilaterally 
terminate the contract. Therefore, in the event that the parties stipulate a 
cancellation clause, without derogating from the legal regime stated by the 
legislature for exercising this right, it is necessary to determine the scope of the 
contractual obligations whose compliance implies the tacit waiver of the right 
of cancellation of the contract. Moreover, we also try to identify other legal 
operations as well that, from a reasoning point of view, represent an 
unequivocal manifestation of will in the sense of waiving the right of 
cancellation. 

The suppletive nature of the art. 1276 allows the parties to derogate from 
the legal regime of the unilateral cancellation provided for by the legislature. 
Thus, the parties are free to determine both the scope of the contractual 
obligations which are not understood as tacit waiver of the right of 
cancellation, and to stipulate the situations of survival of the right of 
cancellation once the contract is into force. But even in these cases, the 
contractual freedom of the parties is not absolute and the value of the tacit 
waiver of the right of cancellation cannot be removed from the execution of 
certain legal operations.

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The Rights of the Independent Professionals’ Creditors 

Loredana COCHIOR1  

Abstract 

This study aims to analyze the formation and evolution of the 
independent professional’ patrimony of affectation from the perspective of 
respecting the rights of the mortgagee and unsecured creditors. The emergence 
of the divided patrimony in Romanian law took place with the entry into force 
of the GEO no. 86/2006 on the organization of insolvency practitioners, of 
the Law no. 95/2006 on the healthcare reform and of the GEO no. 44/2008 
on the economic activities carried out by the self-employed persons, sole 
proprietorships and family businesses. The unification of the legal regime of 
the patrimony assigned to the functioning of an enterprise is achieved through 
the art. 151 par. (1) of the Law no. 71/2011 for the implementation of the Law 
no. 287/2009 on the Civil Code, which stipulates that the provisions of the 
art. 2324 par. (4) of the Civil Code shall apply to all cases in which the 
professional operates the divided patrimony, but applicable only to the rights 
and obligations arising after the entry into force of the Civil Code. Therefore, 
the impermeability of the independent professional’s patrimony of affectation 
is ensured. Thus, the order of payment between the personal creditors and the 
patrimony of affectation creditor is imperatively excluded for independent 
professionals, whether referring to a sole professional or to a sole 
entrepreneur.  

By limiting the patrimonial liability, the legislature seeks to encourage the 
independent professional. However, the art. 32 par. (1) of the Civil Code states 
that in the case of division or affectation, the transfer of the rights and 
obligations of a patrimonial fraction to another, within the same patrimony, is 
subject to the conditions provided by the law and without prejudice to the 
rights of the creditors of each patrimonial fraction. A quick reading of this 
legislation would lead to the idea that the creditors benefit of this exclusivity 
too. But, in fact, the creditors do not benefit from an adequate protection, 
since there is no balance between the rights of creditors and the advantages 
conferred to the holder of the affectation by setting up a patrimony fraction.

National self-determination has two main intellectual sources. The first is 
individual autonomy, which Kant interpreted as a prerogative of any rational and 
independent being. This concept was transferred by Herder to peoples, to 
nations, for he understood them as unitary agents of history, claiming their 
sovereignty. The second source is the principle of plenitude as tendency to 
actualize any possibility, which metaphysically legitimize the living world 
diversity and the ethno-cultural differences, the plurality of life-stiles. Thus, the 
diversity (natural /social) is no longer merely a fact that can be noticed, but a 
normative principle and value. The effort of self-determination thus becomes 
and should be understood as a legitimate desire to preserve the cultural 
specificity of a people, what distinguishes it, its identity by difference.

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New Grading of Theoretical Knowledge for Students in 
One2one ProjectX

Abstract 

This paper presents a new grading method for evaluating the theoretical 
knowledge of students from ProjectX. ProjectX is an innovative way of 
teaching vocational education in schools and colleges, in practical workshops, 
in electrical field, under the European Longlife Learning Programme with the 
title "one2one - One Teacher and One Student working with ProjectX ". 

To improve the pedagogical methodology, 7 partners of the InnMain 
association, have developed what they call “ProjectX”. To build the ProjectX 
the developers had to focus on the Learning Outcomes according to the EQF 
and the ECVET credit system, which will allow the mobility of students and 
teachers between the institutions. 

In the theoretical part, students will learn about the key elements of an 
electrical installation like: the main types of loads, the correct cables 
dimensioning, checking the protection of electrical equipment and persons 
against electric shocks, power factor and harmonics. They will also study the 
main parameters for evaluating the performance of an electrical network. 

The actual grading process doesn’t supply any information about the 
fulfilled objectives of the project it only offers a global evaluation of the 
student. Our new method fills this void by creating an easy way to determine if 
an objective was accomplished and by how many students. In order to do this 
the grading method uses variable weights for the verified subjects. If all the 
students answer correctly the same question its weight is reduced and the 
difference is transferred to the question which was answered by the fewest 
students. In this way we can keep track of the fulfilled objectives by 
representing the evolution of the weights. The proposed method has another 
big advantage because it realizes a new ranking system in which the students 
with the best understanding of the phenomena are always on top.

The 
issue of life and moral conscience of the people integrated in the discipline of 
Meta-ethics, debates the aims, values and general principles of the Constitution 
and the ethics of relation to other fields of human knowledge: art, science, high 
technologies, etc. 

Landscape perception today represents an evolution that metabolizes 
local cultures and integrates basic elements of social and cultural ancient 
traditions with science and contemporary art. In the context of the conceptual 
change of science, it focuses on the study of landscape and community in 
relation to human beings and multidimensional education, related to ethics and 
meta-ethics, leading to a new methodology. 

The Landscape term is used today in a holistic sense, as a link between 
different areas, and turns into a major concern in our society. For areas such 
as: landscape design, Urbanism and territorial planning, regional development, 
architecture, art, culture, anthropology, ethnography and ethnology, the 
Landscape is an essential term to define modernity in the contemporary sense 
of natural and urban heritage, in the European context. 

Meanwhile, “The Right to Landscape”, becomes a legitimate claim linked to 
ethical and meta-ethical values, in the multidimensional educational research 
and continuing professional development throughout life.
